63.SURAH AL-MUNAAFIQOON
(THEHYPOCRITES)
(This Surah is Madani, containing
11 verses and 2 sections)

Allah's Name to commence
with, the Most Gracious, the
Most Merciful.

63:1. When the hypocrites present
themselves in your august court

(O Beloved), they say; that ‘We

Allah testifies that the hypocrites
are definitely liars (in that they
do not believe in what they say).

63:2. They have made their
oaths as a shield (for their
hypocrisy and misdeeds), thus
prevented (other people) from
the path of Allah; indeed, they
commit extremely evil deeds.

63:3. This is because that they
accepted faith with their tongues
then disbelieved with their
hearts, so a seal has been set
upon their hearts, therefore now
they do not understand anything.

63:4. And when you see them,
their (outward) bodies would
please you; and if they speak,
so you would listen carefully to
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their speech, as if they are
wooden panels propped up
against a wall (unable to stand
on their own); they think every
shout is against them; they are
the (worst) enemies, so beware
of them; may Allah slay them,
where are they returning to?

63:5. And when it is said to
them that 'Come! Allah's
Messenger may seek
forgiveness for you.' So, they
turn their heads sideways and
you see them turn their faces
away in arrogance.

63:6. It is the same for them,
whether you seek or do not
seek forgiveness for them;
Allah will never forgive them;
indeed, Allah does not guide
the transgressing people.

63:7. They are the ones who
say, 'Do not spend upon those
who are with  Allah's
Messenger until they become
distressed.! And only to Allah
belong the treasures of the
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heavens and the earth, but the
hypocrites do not have sense.

63:8. They say, 'If we return to
Madinah, then indeed the
honourable one will soon
banish the humble one from it.'
Whereas, honour (truly) belongs
to Allah and to His Messenger
and to the Muslims, but the
hypocrites know not.

63:9. O believers! Let not your
wealth or your children {or)
anything cause you to neglect
the remembrance of Allah. And
whoever does this, so it is they
who are in loss.

63:10. And from what We have
provided you spend some in
Our path before this that death
comes upon any one of you
then he says, 'O my Lord! Why
did you not give me respite for
a little while, that I would have
given charity and become of the
virtuous?'

63:11. And Allah will never
give respite to any soul when
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its promise arrives. And Allah
is Aware of your deeds.

64. SURAH AL-TAGHAABUN
(THE DAY OF LOSS FOR THE
DISBELIEVERS)

(This Surah is Madani, containing
18 verses and 2 sections)

Allah's Name to commence
with, the Most Gracious, the
Most Merciful.

64:1. Whatever is in the heavens
and whatever is in the earth
glorifies Allah; kingship belongs
only to Him, and only to Him
belongs (all) praise, and He is
Powerful over all things.

64:2. It is He Who has created
you, so amongst you someone
is a disbeliever and amongst
you someone is a Muslim. And
Allah is observing your actions.

64:3. He made the heavens and
the earth with the truth and
shaped you; so, He made your
shape excellent, and only
towards Him is the return.

64:4. He knows whatever is in
the heavens and in the earth,
and He knows what you hide
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
